Comments:

Careful about paraphrasing. Subtle problem, yet may change meanings completely.  Clear enough thesis. Good. Hm… linking the first part of your thesis with the second part does not sound good but I will read on to find out.

The first reason for my position is that there is no universal concept for global education yet. In each country, there are many different thoughts, faiths, ideologies and ideas, and there are many perceptions on how to solve problems. These differences could mean yet another problem because each country wants solve matters through their own directions. Therefore, if a global university could be developed to solve world's social problems, universal concept for education has to be fixed first. [university does not necessarily teach one idea, thought etc] [[[[The conception could give the way for solving direction.====???] [[[[However, none of universal conception make global university along silence in contemporary world.===???] Still, there are many frictions between some countries because of difference in opinion. To reach an agreement is not an easy matter.  After all, developing or supporting global university could not be the desirable solution for solving world's problems. [how so???]
Comments:

Your paragraphs following the introduction should go according to the order of what you mentioned in the introduction.  That is, if you cited economic state first, then you should talk about that first. Here, you are talking about conception.

Don’t make assumptions that can be disputed such as “Because each countries want to solve the matters through their own directions.”. Instead of making assumptions like this, use examples. Concrete, actual examples. 

Your sentences improved. That’s good.
[this paragraph should go right after the introduction]
In addition, difference in each country’s economic ability would be an obstacle. There are many less advanced [or underdeveloped.  Backward is not a good word] nations that have limited economic means. For instance, education may be considered less urgent question than hunger or unemployment in these countries. Therefore, it is hard to expect all to contribute to global university. In this case, the meaning of a global university would be lost altogether by the absence of these countries.  At then [???] [not necessary because it is repeating the same thing] Finally, global university can exist only in an ideal world.

YOU ARE SAYING THAT NATIONS CANNOT SUPPORT GLOBAL UNIVERSITY BECAUSE OF 1) ECONOMIC STATE 2) NO UNIFIED CONCEPT OF EDUCATION.===THESE ARE USED TO SAY THAT MAKING GLOBAL UNIVERSITY IS NOT POSSIBLE. Other Comments for Your Reference--- READ THESE!!!---NEVER TOO MUCH TO READ THEM EVERY TIME ^^

In a GRE issue essay, you are trying to convince the reader of your point.  Thus, avoid conditional forms of verbs (e.g., could, should, may, etc.)

In a GRE Argument essay, you are pointing out errors in terms of logic. 

Each paragraph should be stand alone with ONE idea at a time.  Cramming in adjectives easily jams in more than one point.  Avoid this.

DO NOT START paragraphs with facts!  Start with what you are arguing for

Try not to copy and repeat.  Paraphrase instead.  

Try to refute potential opposing arguments to your argument. 

Write simple and short.  You are not impressing any one with your BIG words and expressions.

Structure simple.  See below:

P1=Intro=1) paraphrase the speaker’s claim 2) clearly state your position (THESIS) 3) briefly state two reasons why your position is such.

Following paragraphs – talk about each reason with ONE example, and acknowledge potential opposition and refute it if necessary (especially for controversial issues)

Conclusion=I mentioned this above. 

REMEMBER, it is what you ARGUE that counts (your LOGIC!)

Please avoid using passive words such as “be” and “been” etc.

Please go for short cut whenever you can.  For instance, instead of using “has had”, use “had” etc.

Numbers less than 10 should be spelled out (e.g., not 3, but “three”)

Avoid using apostrophes in official writings such as the GRE writing.  (e.g., not “don’t”, but “do not”)
