I agree with the author if controversy means effectiveness of research in the practical sense. [is this what you mean?] However, I think that all investments cannot be justified when controversy means inducing confusion in a society and when harming people.

Good paraphrasing. 

I agree with the author in the case that the controversial means the effectiveness of research  in the practical aspects. ===what do you mean???? If you are saying that the author said this, the author did not say this, at least not directly…
Please write simple sentences.  Maybe it is the syntax, but your sentences are difficult to understand…
Investment on the research can be justified in almost all cases even when the results are unexpected ones. In many cases, money is invested to research to obtain pragmatic results and many people regard only expected results as successful ones. However, there is no “useless” result. Even when a research seems a failure, it may serve a purpose. Firstly, building a database for sharing results could prevent similar mistakes in the future. Secondly, there are many cases in which failures lead to new findings by accident, which are called “serendipity”. Therefore, I agree with the author in that investment in research is almost always good whether the results are practical or not.

Comments:

Good that you are starting out addressing potential opposing view, BUT you are changing the ball game so to speak.  That is, you are limiting the scope of your argument on the cases in which the results are unexpected ones.. This is narrowing the scope too much. If you want to argue like this, then you need to say explicitly that this is merely an example of many. 
It is ok to talk about what should be done, but it would be better to include concrete, actual examples.

However, all investments cannot be justified when the results of the research induce confusion in the society. Some researchers pay attention to the results of the research, and do not consider the effects of the research. However, there are many cases in which results of research cause confusion. For instance, biotechnology researchers had little interest in the problems derived from the research about DNA, but many people are confused when they face the result of the research: the fact that human being can be cloned intimates people because of human dignity issue. In this case, the investment cannot be regarded as always good one without considering effect of the research sufficiently.

Comments:

Researchers almost pay attention to the direct results of the study and they don’t consider the effect of the research.===you are generalizing. This claim is disputable.  Use words such as “some” so that it doesn’t sound all black or white

Your logic is awkward…. Confusion as you define it and as you use it to argue is not very good.  For instance, you are saying that confusion cause people intimation and thus intimation is a criterion that a research is not good???? This is poor logic… but it certainly sounds like it as you wrote down here

Moreover, if the results of the research are harmful to many people, it is very dangerous to justify all investments without considering such effect. Today, technological advances make it easier to kill people and to destroy their homes. In this case, it is irresponsible for a researcher not to consider the effects of the research and to invest without enough prediction. For example, many people died and many have experienced the effect of atomic bomb dropping in Hiroshima since researchers had little consideration about the horrible effects of their research. Hence, I think that investment should be decided after regarding the effects of research.

Comments:

Ok, but like I mentioned above, you sound like you are preaching.  Instead, use example to BACK UP your claim

In sum, money spent on the research is almost a good investment without considering practical effectiveness of research. However, investment cannot be justified in all cases when the results of the research affect the society negatively.

Other Comments for Your Reference--- READ THESE!!!---NEVER TOO MUCH TO READ THEM EVERY TIME ^^

In a GRE issue essay, you are trying to convince the reader of your point.  Thus, avoid conditional forms of verbs (e.g., could, should, may, etc.)
In a GRE Argument essay, you are pointing out errors in terms of logic. 

Each paragraph should be stand alone with ONE idea at a time.  Cramming in adjectives easily jams in more than one point.  Avoid this.

DO NOT START paragraphs with facts!  Start with what you are arguing for

Try not to copy and repeat.  Paraphrase instead.  

Try to refute potential opposing arguments to your argument. 
Write simple and short.  You are not impressing any one with your BIG words and expressions.
Structure simple.  See below:

P1=Intro=1) paraphrase the speaker’s claim 2) clearly state your position (THESIS) 3) briefly state two reasons why your position is such.

Following paragraphs – talk about each reason with ONE example, and acknowledge potential opposition and refute it if necessary (especially for controversial issues)

Conclusion=I mentioned this above. 

REMEMBER, it is what you ARGUE that counts (your LOGIC!)

Please avoid using passive words such as “be” and “been” etc.

Please go for short cut whenever you can.  For instance, instead of using “has had”, use “had” etc.

Numbers less than 10 should be spelled out (e.g., not 3, but “three”)

Avoid using apostrophes in official writings such as the GRE writing.  (e.g., not “don’t”, but “do not”)
