	 Modern technology enhances the efficiency of working, which gives people more leisure time. I admit that people can do same amount of work in a shorter time compared with the past owing to the technology. However, I strongly disagree because people do not have more leisure time than people of the past did. In addition, there are more important goals that technology achieves such as healthier and safer lives. 

Comments:
You are slightly off topic.  The last sentence is right to the point.  The statement is not about whether the technology gives people more leisure time but that its primary goal should be to increase efficiency of people.  If you disagree with the statement, it should say that in your opinion, the primary goal of technological advancement is not to increase the efficiency of people but to increase the standard of living to provide better lives. 
To begin with, it is clear that providing more leisure time to people is not the main goal of the technology in that people has less time for their enjoyment. Of course,  development of technology allows people to work more efficiently than people in the past did; people can go to other places or countries for business in a short time owing to the development of transportation; people can contact others whenever they want and wherever they are owing to the technology of communication. However, people are expected to work more productively than before. Also, people do not enjoy leisure time, but do other works during the saved time. For example, fifteen years ago, it took at least two days for my father to do his business in Pusan, a city in Korea, due to the eight-hours of traveling necessary to go to Pusan from Seoul . Now, just one day is sufficient for him owing to the expressed train, which takes two hours for people to go to Pusan from Seoul. In spite of the reduced time for going on a business trip, he does not have more leisure time because he has to go to the office the next day after business trip. From the example, it is certain people have equal or less leisure time than before.

Comments:
Your topic sentence – The fact that people have less time, it doesn’t necessarily mean that the primary goal shouldn’t be because the goal can be to increase the efficiency but it just hasn’t achieved the goal. 
Your example – a personal example is less persuasive. Try to use more general example. For instance, you can reason that as society become more complex, people are expected to do more in modern days.  In primitive society, people thrived to eat and put shelter over their head. But, in modern society, the social structure is a lot more complex and people have other obligations. 
In addition, there are more important goals for the technology to attain than increasing the efficiency of people . With development of technology, people enjoy more healthier and safer lives; advanced medical science allows people to live longer and healthier with discovery of medical treatments; development of engineering provides people safer cars, roads, and buildings, and so on. However, there are much improvements to be made; many people die due to the diseases , which doctors cannot cure, and have physical handicap; people are exposed to natural disasters such as earthquake and floods; there are many accidents because of the unsafe cars, roads, bridges, and buildings; in some places, people suffer from the hunger.  People continue to develop new technologies to address these matters;  to discover the ways of curing people with diseases and handicaps, develop more advanced engineering for safer cars, buildings, etc. and find the way to solve the hunger. Like these cases, the more important goal of development of technology is to ensure safer and healthier lives for human beings.

Comments:
Good point.  To be more persuasive, instead of pointing out that technology advancement is needed in improving standard of living but argue that technology’s main focus has been to improve standard of living for human beings and the increasing the efficiency of people is actually a byproduct of it. 
In conclusion, providing efficiency in works and more leisure time is not the primary goal of the technology advancement. This is because technology fails to increase people's leisure time, and there are more vital goals that the technology should achieve for the safe existence of human beings. In other words, providing efficiency for work is just secondary and providing safeness and health lives to people is the vital goal of  technological advancement 
Comments:
Be careful in how you word your sentence.  For example, your original last sentence is slightly off topic.  We are the discussing why technology should advance but is discussing what is the primary goal in technological advancement.

	Good essay overall.  
Also, reasoning of because technology does little to provide leisure time for people, the goal should not be to increase efficiency is weak. 
As mentioned above, to be more persuasive, instead of pointing out that technology advancement has done much and is necessary in improving standard of living but argue that technology’s main focus has been to improve standard of living for human beings and the increasing the efficiency of people is actually a byproduct of it.

Structure simple.  See below:

P1=Intro=1) paraphrase the speaker’s claim 2) clearly state your position (THESIS) 3) briefly state two reasons why your position is such.

Following paragraphs – talk about each reason with ONE example, and acknowledge potential opposition and refute it if necessary (especially for controversial issues)

Conclusion=I mentioned this above. 
In a GRE issue essay, you are trying to convince the reader of your point.  Thus, avoid conditional forms of verbs (e.g., could, should, may, etc.)
In a GRE Argument essay, you are pointing out errors in terms of logic. 

Each paragraph should stand alone with ONE idea at a time.  Cramming in adjectives easily jams in more than one point.  Avoid this.

DO NOT START paragraphs with facts!  Start with what you are arguing for

Try not to copy and repeat.  Paraphrase instead.  
Try to refute potential opposing arguments to your argument. 
Write simple and short.  You are not impressing any one with your BIG words and expressions.
REMEMBER, it is what you ARGUE that counts (your LOGIC!)

Please avoid using passive words such as “be” and “been” etc.

Please go for short cut whenever you can.  For instance, instead of using “has had”, use “had” etc.

Numbers less than 10 should be spelled out (e.g., not 3, but “three”)

Avoid using apostrophes in official writings such as the GRE writing.  (e.g., not “don’t”, but “do not”)

A 6 paper presents a cogent, well-articulated analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning skillfully.

A 5 paper presents a generally thoughtful, well-developed analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning clearly. 

A 4 paper presents a competent analysis of the issue and conveys meaning  adequately.

A 3 paper demonstrates some competence in its analysis of the issue and in conveying meaning but is obviously flawed. 

A 2 paper demonstrates serious weaknesses in analytical writing. 

A 1 paper demonstrates fundamental deficiencies in analytical writing.

Development:

· Good use of relevant reasons or examples 

Organization:

· Well focused/organized
