	159."The human mind will always be superior to machines because machines are only tools of human mind.

	Essay

	   It could be true  that the human mind is so complex and powerful  that the abilities of machines cannot be favorably compared with those of humans. However, as technology has advanced, machines have become not so much tools of human life, but  indispensable factors. Also the improvement of technology might enable these machines to think independently and evolve for themselves. 

Comments:    What is the difference between a tool and an indispensable factor? Can’t a tool be indispensable as well?  The last line is more science fiction than reality now.

. Admittedly, the human mind possesses such sophistication and complexity that machines cannot rival it. In other words, humans not only create machines but also have unique abilities to think independently and judge subjectively and transmit delicate feelings.  In the case of machines, they are operated by humans l or microchips, which are inserted in the machines. Also, humans can judge subjectively.  If a  dangerous situation happens, humans are able to make a judgment in order to avoid the situation. ; whereas, machines will stop operating when they recognize a command, which is indicated by humans or microchips. Thus, as long as humans have the capability of thought and judgment, the human mind will  be superior to machines.   
Comments:  The first sentence is illogical. Do you mean that the human mind possesses powers such as cognitive skills and judgment, which machines are not capable of?  The third sentence is not necessary, it is obvious.  “...transfer feelings more actively” is vague.  A  number of choppy phrases here—see corrections.

At the same time, however, the functions of machines are so sophisticated and complex  that they cannot be considered only tools. Although machines are controlled by humans and operated by microchips, they have a great influence on  human life. . A great number of machines such as washing machines for cleaning  clothes, microwave ovens for heating food quickly, rice cookers, and industrial machines for operating factories are so directly connected with human life that they cannot be considered  only tools. 
Comments:   You can be more specific in the topic sentence—“excellent” is a very general word. The second sentence is wordy and awkward, see cuts.  Still how are the examples you mention still not considered tools, even though they are very useful? What about more sophisticated machines, such as super computers—the one that defeated chess champion Gary Kasparov?  
Furthermore, if machines, which could  think independently or judge subjectively were to  be created, they would rival or be superior to the human mind. .  This situation is not realistic  now, but  could not be ruled out in the coming future. In his movie "A.I", Steven Spielberg shows that machines with  artificial intelligence might be created  in the future. In this sense,  there exists the possibility that machines could possess the abilities to think independently and judge subjectively, and thus the human mind  might not  always be superior to machines.
Comments:  The second sentence is redundant and therefore not needed. “...develop their ability for themselves” is unclear. Do you mean think for themselves and mutate into something else? Interesting example but at this point it is still science fiction and has no basis in reality.
All in all, it is invariably true that the human mind  has  outstanding abilities to think and judge, which enable humans to be superior to machines. However,  with the rapid development of technology, machines are not only tools of human life but indispensable factors. In addition, in the future, if machines possessing the  ability to think and judge were to be created, machines might be superior to the human mind.
Comments:  Again, how is a tool different from an indispensable factor? And again, the last example is from science fiction and is not rooted in reality.



	General Comments

	General Comments: There are a number of vague and redundant phrases and sentences here which weaken this essay. Your Steven Spielberg example is not based on scientific fact and while interesting  does not strengthen your argument. There are however examples, such as the one I mentioned of Gary Kasparov, which make us pause and think that perhaps computers are becoming more powerful and rivaling the human mind, if not surpassing it.

Development:

- relevant reasons or examples 

Organization:

- is poorly focused and/or poorly organized in terms of following through with the core elements 

Expression:

- Use of words that can be replaced for simpler words that carry on same effect 

Written English:

- contains occasional major errors or frequent minor errors in grammar,  usage, or mechanics
