	183. "As we acquire more knowledge, things do not become more comprehensive, but more complex and more mysterious."


	Essay

	   Human knowledge has expanded throughout time to include the workings of the tiniest microorganisms to the mysteries of the universe.  It could be true  that the more knowledge we obtain, the more mysterious life becomes.. However, it is also true that knowledge not only provides a basis for  understanding more clearly a mysterious world,  but also makes human life more abundant.
Comments:  The intro is pretty choppy, see corrections. And in the last line “also makes human life more abundant” is unclear.  Abundant means plentiful, is that what you mean?

Admittedly, as we understand new knowledge,  new facts and information, which we  had not understood before,  become available to us. . This is because a field of study is connected with other fields of study, so that new knowledge of one field in turn creates  new knowledge in other fields. In the case of science,  researchers who concentrate in chemistry realize the fact that chemistry is related to physics and other natural sciences. As another example, we have explored the moon and have come to know many new facts about it. However, the more we know about moon, the more mysterious it  becomes; that is, such questions arise as to the cause of the moon's formation and its relationship with other planets.  . Also, as a biological example, now that influenza easily transforms into other genetic traits through mutation, we need to know genetic engineering and the immune system in order to study  influenza. Therefore, even though we learn new facts about certain fields, there is still much we need to learn. .
Comments:  Good examples, but choppy and unclear in spots—see corrections.
Nevertheless, although the knowledge we achieve has  many limitations, such knowledge plays a helpful role in understanding scientific phenomena. The more accumulated knowledge we acquire , the more  problems we can solve  clearly and simply. To illustrate, the fact that the law of gravitation exists makes us understand nature's situation so deeply that it sparks more research about natural phenomena and enlarges the frame of our knowledge. . Also, we have accumulated knowledge related to meteorology, which helps us understand the cause of climate changes and typhoons. 
Comments:  The first line is unclear, especially the phrase “many limitations.” Do you mean that even though we acquire knowledge, there is still much we need to learn?  The last line is unclear. Do you mean that knowledge leads to more knowledge?
In addition, the increase  of human knowledge, consequently, makes human life healthier and more  comfortable. The advancement of medical knowledge enables incurable disease to be cured, and technology of mechanism helps people utilize useful equipment such as washing machines, cars, microwave ovens, and so on.Even though  knowledge  can  include limitations, it is through such knowledge that human life has become rich and convenient. 
Comments:  Good examples. The last line is redundant so you don’t need it.  See corrections.
All in all, there is no arguing that  knowledge  ignites  many new questions so that things can become more complex and mysterious. Nonetheless, bits of knowledge are the  very driving force of understanding unrevealed facts and such knowledge plays an important role in advancing our life.
Comments:  Good conclusion—see corrections.

The third paragraph  needs further clarification, especially the first and last sentences.  But overall I like your examples. See my corrections—at times your phrasing is awkward or wordy.

Other Comments for Your Reference --- READ THESE!!!

In a GRE Issue essay, you are trying to convince the reader of your point.  

(In a GRE Argument essay, you are pointing out errors in terms of logic.)

Each paragraph should be stand alone with ONE idea at a time.  Cramming in adjectives easily jams in more than one point.  Avoid this.

DO NOT START paragraphs with facts! Start with what you are arguing for.

Try to refute potential opposing arguments to your own argument. 
Write simple and short. You are not impressing anyone with your BIG words and expressions.

Try not to copy and repeat. Paraphrase instead.  

Please go for short expressions whenever you can. Concision is a virtue in writing. 

Please avoid using passive words such as “be” and “been,” etc.

Numbers less than 10 should be spelled out (e.g., not 3, but “three”).

Avoid using apostrophes in official writings such as the GRE writing (e.g., not “don’t,” but  “do not”).

REMEMBER, it is what you ARGUE that counts (how CONVINCING you are!).

For your convenience, we have redlined the corrections and other changes we made.  To show a “clean” version of your essay, if you are using Microsoft Word, go to “Tools>Track changes>Highlight changes>Highlight changes on screen.”
