	Issue 31.  Money spent on research is almost always a good investment, even when the results of that research are controversial

	Essay

	   The issue states that it is a good investment to spend money for research, which does  not always bring affirmative results to our society, and can even be controversial. While I concede that there are indeed necessary aspects such as our well-being and scientific expansion through research,I also note that it is harmful in other aspects  of society such as  the misuse of research. Like a double-aged sword, to invest money for research has  two-sides: beneficial and harmful. 
Comments:   You do not need to restate the issue in your intro—you can go right into your thesis.
First of all, society has  benefited by research. . It is not too much to say that results of research influence  the present state of  our society. Products that were once made by hand are now mass produced by machines. Also, we can go everywhere we want by advanced transportation, get lots of information that we do not experience  ourselves and communicate with people of all over the world through the Internet. .   Our lives have become more convenient as a result of new discoveries and inventions brought about by research. 
Comments: Good ideas but awkwardly expressed.  

In addition, it is necessary to prevent the realm of the research for scientific developments [unclear]. Having no concern with social influences, researchers should make efforts to study with all around us [unclear] For the pure advance of  scientific developments, researchers should accept  financial support[unclear what you mean by “financial support”--from whom?] Most researchers study for affirmative expectation [“affirmative expectation” is unclear]. They anticipate to develop their society and to maintain peace and order in the world. . If researchers have no intention to have the aim of the fall of the whole World, we should trust his morality[again unclear].
Comments: This whole paragraph is unclear and awkward. Are you talking about the social responsibility of researchers?   If so, you need to be more specific and less vague. Give more concrete examples of  how researchers need to have a social conscience as well as good scientific skills.  Also, avoid personal pronouns such as “his morality”.
Nevertheless, research sometimes brings ill effects to  society. Researchers made many surprising discoveries  and inventions  with noble intentions in mind. . As time goes by, however,   researchers’ works, which had been useful  to us, are often proved to have negative results.  For example,  dynamite was developed to help the work in  mines.  But it is also used in  many wars with unexpected results. .. .   In addition, the use of cloning can be helpful in the treatment of disease, however the use of human cloning remains a controversial issue of concern.
Comments: What are the unexpected results of dynamite in wars? Isn’t it to blow stuff up?  Perhaps you mean that terrorists can make use of explosives to kill innocent people?  Maybe a better example would be something such as nuclear energy, which is useful and yet not without environmental hazards.
To sum up, providing  financial support for  research  is essential for our well-being and scientific expansion. On the other hand,  research  can bring  about harmful side effects sometimes.  So it is important to provide for the beneficial aspects of  research while diminishing and controlling the harmful aspects.
Comments: Okay conclusion but a bit awkward in spots.  In the second sentence remember that it is the results of research that can be harmful not the financial support itself.

	General Comments: Your third paragraph needs a complete rewrite. The writing is awkward and vague. You need to work on simplicity and expressing yourself with relevant examples.  In the rest of the essay there are some good ideas but you try too hard—the best way to express yourself is often the simplest. See corrections.

Other Comments for Your Reference--- READ THESE!!!---NEVER TOO MUCH TO READ THEM EVERY TIME ^^
The readers will grade you on (1) content (ideas, analytic logic), (2) organization, (3) expression (e.g., vocabulary, idioms, diction), and (4) written language (e.g., grammar, syntax).  The grade is primarily based on content and organization.  The readers consider expression and written language only if they impede the clarity of your writing because ETS wants to be fair to international test takers like yourself.  (Note: Your essay will not be graded on spelling or punctuation unless the errors are so numerous that they make your essay difficult to understand.)  

Structure simple.  See below:

P1=Intro=1) paraphrase the speaker’s claim 2) clearly state your position (THESIS) 3) briefly state two reasons why your position is such.

Following paragraphs – talk about each reason with ONE example, and acknowledge potential opposition and refute it if necessary (especially for controversial issues)

Conclusion=I mentioned this above. 
In a GRE issue essay, you are trying to convince the reader of your point.  Thus, avoid conditional forms of verbs (e.g., could, should, may, etc.)
In a GRE Argument essay, you are pointing out errors in terms of logic. 

Each paragraph should stand alone with ONE idea at a time.  Cramming in adjectives easily jams in more than one point.  Avoid this.

DO NOT START paragraphs with facts!  Start with what you are arguing for

Try not to copy and repeat.  Paraphrase instead.  
Try to refute potential opposing arguments to your argument. 
Write simple and short.  You are not impressing any one with your BIG words and expressions.
REMEMBER, it is what you ARGUE that counts (your LOGIC!)

Please avoid using passive words such as “be” and “been” etc.

Please go for short cut whenever you can.  For instance, instead of using “has had”, use “had” etc.

Numbers less than 10 should be spelled out (e.g., not 3, but “three”)

Avoid using apostrophes in official writings such as the GRE writing.  (e.g., not “don’t”, but “do not”)

A 6 paper presents a cogent, well-articulated analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning skillfully.

A 5 paper presents a generally thoughtful, well-developed analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning clearly. 

A 4 paper presents a competent analysis of the issue and conveys meaning  adequately.

A 3 paper demonstrates some competence in its analysis of the issue and in conveying meaning but is obviously flawed. 

A 2 paper demonstrates serious weaknesses in analytical writing. 

A 1 paper demonstrates fundamental deficiencies in analytical writing.
Position:

· Presents a clear position on the issue 

Development:

· Good use of relevant reasons or examples 

Organization:

· Well focused/organized
