	   One of key words of our era is "globalization". The speaker's argument that every aspect of society will benefit from the effect of globalization unfairly looks at one side of a coin.  since side effects such as _____, _____ and ______ [and you can structure your essay around these] may result.
Comments:

Good that you are paraphrasing, but you need to be careful about doing so because you might add elements that you need to actually PROVE in the body.

Good thesis.

   As the speaker asserts, growing influence among nations can translate into increased trade. . According to Adam smith, a nation's wealth is determined by a division of labour, which is dependent on the scale of the market. The growth of international trade increases the scale of market and thus, a nation's wealth.  Because trade, which actually means international division of labor, frees up resources for more efficient industries. This is the key explanation to the east Asia's economic growth that mainly exports to the world market. Therefore, a nation's economy can reap great many gains from globalization. 

Comments:

Interdependence is not the same as influence!!! You are jumping ahead. Oh, then you are talking about interconnection… you are using cause-effect relationships disparately almost as if they stand at the same level. 

Watch for typo and British spelling. And also grammar conjugation.
Avoid terms such as “a lot” – not good for official writing.  

Good how you try to build logic here.

   Secondly, science can benefit from the global network. [look the problem is that you devote over 50% of the essay not talking about your thesis, but the opposing argument] Globalized communication enables local scientists to reach out to overseas resources with greater speed and ease. Traded goods and multinational corporations can give a chance of exploitating other nation's technology, too. Lastly, this is true of education, in that a student can approach other nations' culture, language and politics. In addition, comparison with other nation, which is a shortcut to understanding our own nation, becomes relatively easy. 

Comments:

Why are you talking about science all of the sudden??? I know that it is in the issue statement, but there is no reason as to why you are picking science in particular among others listed.  It is not as if you mentioned this in your thesis… nor are you tackling each of the areas mentioned for structuring.. this is awkward. 

Lastly, this is true of education===separate paragraph and the comments are the same as above…
comparison with other nation, which is a shortcut to understanding our own nation===really???

Some may dispute this… instead, tone down.

   To understand the influence of the globalization, we must examine the contrary result that inflicts loss on a society. When it comes to culture including art, globalization is considered the main culprit of homogenization. [what do you mean??? Disputable] Even though, in theory, each nation's culture can be fertilized by meeting and transacting with each other, in reality, cultures of the powerful nations, especially the US, dominate the global culture. This is why many governments are striving to preserve their tradition and originality. 

Comments:

When it comes to culture including art, globalization is considered as the main culprit of homogenization.===you are throwing disputable arguments as if they are facts.  This is a major problem.  Toning down is a solution.

Last point is good, but the last sentence is something that is disputable.

   Considering politics, this kind of decline of autonomy is more evident. Although, of course, this effect varies according to a nation's power, most governments are losing control to other nations, multinational corporations, and the holders of global capital. To illustrate, we had watched how contagious a nation's crisis can become and how powerless were the governments in coping with it during the Asian exchange crisis. Many countries such as Russia and Brazil that did not trade much with the afflicted Asian nations suffered as well. 

Comments:

Good, but need to articulate more.

   In sum, the effect of globalization do both good and harm to a society. We should not jump to the conclusion that every aspect of society must benefit from international influence. Likewise, it is very  [stupid is not for official writing] dangerous behavior to attribute most social ills to globalization like anti-globalization demonstrators.
Comments:

The last point is new one… doesn’t belong in the conclusion.

	General Comments

	The main problem with this essay is that you do not have a clear cut structure.  You throw in ideas and aspects here and there disparately.  Not good.
Another problem is that you bring in new ideas that you don’t explain.

The readers will grade you on (1) content (ideas, analytic logic), (2) organization, (3) expression (e.g., vocabulary, idioms, diction), and (4) written language (e.g., grammar, syntax).  The grade is primarily based on content and organization.  The readers consider expression and written language only if they impede the clarity of your writing because ETS wants to be fair to international test takers like yourself.  (Note: Your essay will not be graded on spelling or punctuation unless the errors are so numerous that they make your essay difficult to understand.)  

Other Comments for Your Reference--- READ THESE!!!

In a GRE issue essay, you are trying to convince the reader of your point.  Thus, avoid conditional forms of verbs (e.g., could, should, may, etc.)
In a GRE Argument essay, you are pointing out errors in terms of logic. 

Each paragraph should be stand alone with ONE idea at a time.  Cramming in adjectives easily jams in more than one point.  Avoid this.

DO NOT START paragraphs with facts!  Start with what you are arguing for

Try not to copy and repeat.  Paraphrase instead.  
Try to refute potential opposing arguments to your argument. 
Write simple and short.  You are not impressing any one with your BIG words and expressions.
Structure simple.  See below:

P1=Intro=1) paraphrase the speaker’s claim 2) clearly state your position (THESIS) 3) briefly state two reasons why your position is such.

Following paragraphs – talk about each reason with ONE example, and acknowledge potential opposition and refute it if necessary (especially for controversial issues)

Conclusion=I mentioned this above. 

REMEMBER, it is what you ARGUE that counts (your LOGIC!)

Please avoid using passive words such as “be” and “been” etc.

Please go for short cut whenever you can.  For instance, instead of using “has had”, use “had” etc.

Numbers less than 10 should be spelled out (e.g., not 3, but “three”)

Avoid using apostrophes in official writings such as the GRE writing.  (e.g., not “don’t”, but “do not”)

A 6 paper presents a cogent, well-articulated analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning skillfully.

A 5 paper presents a generally thoughtful, well-developed analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning clearly. 

A 4 paper presents a competent analysis of the issue and conveys meaning  adequately.

A 3 paper demonstrates some competence in its analysis of the issue and in conveying meaning but is obviously flawed. 

A 2 paper demonstrates serious weaknesses in analytical writing. 

A 1 paper demonstrates fundamental deficiencies in analytical writing.
Position:

· presents a clear position on the issue 

Development:

· is weak in the use of relevant reasons or examples 

Organization:

· is poorly focused and/or poorly organized
