Comments:

Good intro, but need to clarify somewhat.  Or you could actually come up with a stronger thesis, something like “I agree with this claim, but I think that different situations call for different approach. For instance, for the specialist-to bes and the areas that need specialization from early on, requiring students to take broad range of classes may be less effective…” something along this line.

The primary reason why I agree with the proposition is because genuine mastery of any major calls for interdisciplinary approach. Hence, knowledge of other areas is critical.  For example, technologivcal advancement results in [NO.. does not result.. may hold implications, but does not result… please be careful with this type of logic. This is a serious logic flow] advance of astronomy and the advance of mathematics results in advance of computer science. [HOW SO???] Moreover recent trend of study is the blend of different studies. Political economics or social linguistics is the case. [HOW SO??? This is a new point that you need to articulate on.  Maybe you should separate this into new paragraph.  Another thing – when you talk about separate points, try to have the lengths roughly comparable.] 

Comments:
First sentence is not directly relevant to your position. Please look at it carefully and you will know what I mean.  

Good point, though, but you are making rough connection here without stating specific example.  Example in this case is essential. 

You tend to repeat sentences that basically mean the same (see my correction above)

Also by exploring subjects outside their own major students may find new academic fields where their real interest and potential gift lie. Many students choose their major by family’s advices or some other people recommendation, [good!] without knowing what suits them. 
Comments:

Good point.  Maybe you could cite your example if relevant.

Although I agree with this proposition, this  [don’t repeat words] should not be [try not to use passive words such as being and be. In this case, it is acceptable somewhat though] accepted blindly. Acquiring various knowledge superficially without lack of special emphasis on any one could lead to over-stretching and decreased competence in this era in which specialists are highly in demand. One should have a specialty in at least one major and then acquire knowledge of various academic disciplines.

Comments:

Gosh, please don’t use words that even the readers have to look up ^^ dilettante??? Simpler the better.

Good that you are acknowledging a potential pitfall 

In sum, to become truly educated students should make an effort on acquiring knowledge in many fields. But students should not be lazy studying their major as well. To become an expert in one field and also having variety of knowledge in other fields is the way to become truly educated.

Your conclusion is not a conclusion… The concluding paragraph should be brief (about 2-3- sentences) and briefly summarize the main points of your essay with the body of your argument re-emphasized with no new ideas thrown in.



	General Comments

	In general, your structure and flow are ok, and the arguments are especially good, but there is a major problem – you need to be consistent in terms of the elements that you use as core.  This problem results because you really need to nail down your thesis, making it as clear as possible… then, take the reasons and build arguments around them.  

The readers will grade you on (1) content (ideas, analytic logic), (2) organization, (3) expression (e.g., vocabulary, idioms, diction), and (4) written language (e.g., grammar, syntax).  The grade is primarily based on content and organization.  The readers consider expression and written language only if they impede the clarity of your writing because ETS wants to be fair to international test takers like yourself.  (Note: Your essay will not be graded on spelling or punctuation unless the errors are so numerous that they make your essay difficult to understand.)  

A 6 paper presents a cogent, well-articulated analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning skillfully.

A 5 paper presents a generally thoughtful, well-developed analysis of the complexities of the issue and conveys meaning clearly. 

A 4 paper presents a competent analysis of the issue and conveys meaning  adequately.

A 3 paper demonstrates some competence in its analysis of the issue and in conveying meaning but is obviously flawed. 

A 2 paper demonstrates serious weaknesses in analytical writing. 

A 1 paper demonstrates fundamental deficiencies in analytical writing.
Position:

· presents a clear position on the issue that needs to be detailed out more 

Development:

· relevant reasons or examples 

Organization:

· is poorly focused and/or poorly organized in terms of following through with the core elements 

Expression:

· Use of words that can be replaced for simpler words that carry on same effect 

Written English:

· contains occasional major errors or frequent minor errors in grammar,  usage, or mechanics
