(Also, be consistent maintaining either plural or singular form for each noun.

(No contractions (e.g., I’m, don’t, they’re, etc.) in formal essays.

(Nice job writing an introduction with a clear thesis and overview of your main points in the body.

 
First, merit of fiction is give people dreams and hope. Remember our childhood when most of us read famous juvenile books such as Treasure Island, Peter pan, Snow White and the Seven Dwarves, and other children’s classics. Comments:

(Do not use exclamation points in formal essays unless it is part of a direct quote (e.g., “Oh my goodness!” he exclaimed.)

(Titles of books are either underlined or italicized.

(Avoid saying “and so on.”  Instead, write a descriptive phrase, such as “and other classic stories.”

 
Second, one of the purpose of literature is to make people happy. When I sometimes feel goomy, I like to read romtic stor. It is helpful to me because I get better, . Moreover if you see the recent best seller, you find that easy light novels place at the raking. It that  who live in stressful society seek pleasure through reading. 

In conclusion, I  only non-fiction has valu for people. iterature can provide people endless imaginative power and pleaure which soothe their stressful lie.
Comments:

(Good brief conclusion that summarize main points.

(”I have a negative view” does not actually translate to “I disagree.”  It connotes that you have a pessimistic view.   

(Be careful matching subject-verb tense (i.e., “pleasure… soothesnot “pleasure… soothe”).


	General Comments

	Nice job again.  My main piece of advice is to work on getting creative with vocabulary.  You can do this by incorporating as many detailed examples as you can within your limited exam time.

Also, to get the highest score, you should try to (1) acknowledge major opposing viewpoints and also major weaknesses in your position and then (2) challenge them.  For example, you could have (1) talked about how reading nonfiction ensures accuracy in facts, whereas reading fiction does not and (2) then refused this point in some way.

Finally, you need to be more careful with spelling.  An occasional typo is fine, but you made frequent errors in spelling (e.g., “groomy”; “imagianary”; “rometic”; etc.).

Tip: Many of the TOEFL statements have repeating themes.  You may want to develop and “memorize” a list of examples from politics, arts, science, and philosophy that you can use in the actual exam.
