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It is necessary for everyone to read poetry, novels, mythology and other types of imaginative literature.

	Essay

	Throughout life, we receive great benefit from imaginative literature such as poetry, novels, and mythology. Some people say that everyone should read imaginative literature, and I agree.
Comments:

· The word “much” is used before a singular word such as “love”. Use “many” before plural words. In this case, you can use either singular or plural because “much benefit” and “many benefits” mean nearly the same thing.

· After “such as” it is redundant to use “etc.”. 

· “literature” does not need to be plural. You can follow the topic statement here, by using the singular.
Admittedly, imaginative literature helps us to develop creativity and imagination. Picturing and understanding situations gives us new experiences. We also assimilate a kind of humanism, and this is particularly important for intellectual and non-artistic types of people. For instance, the scientist lacking creativity and imagination cannot excel. In other words, intellectuals without humanism cannot work very well in their field.
Comments:

· The last sentence did not add any support; it can be covered in the conclusion.
· You could use another example of the benefits of creativity. What about outside professional fields? For example, being a better friend or parent.
Furthermore, reading imaginative literature helps us to mature mentally. Young people today are particularly vulnerable to the strong influences of the media. Literatures can rescue them from mental  corruption. An increase in the popularity of literature may thus help to solve social problems such as crime and violence by young people. 
Comments:

· You mentioned “the environment”, but that is too vague here.
· You need an example of harmful media, such as advertising promoting materialism or movies promoting violence.
· You add “body (corruption)” but don’t explain what you mean there; it seems out of place.

· You need to describe how literature rescues us from corruption – such as, “by opening their minds to diverse perspectives and values.” And then give examples.
· What other ways does literature help personal development besides resistance to media influence? For example, dealing with life’s hardships, or making better decisions. Or understanding the perspectives of other people and other cultures.
Reading literature, however, should not be forced. We can only benefit from books that we deeply appreciate. Then we enjoy it and we understand the author’s purpose. But it would be a waste of time to read out of obligation. When we force people who do not like poetry to read it, they will just waste time. There are other media that also offer some creativity or mental development. For example, people can benefit by watching movies. Such alternatives may not be as helpful as literature, but they can be a good second-best.
Comments:

· You should be more specific about the similarities and differences between literature and movies. And what other media are you considering?
In conclusion, imaginative literature gives us many benefits such as developing our humanity and integrity. Everyone should make frequent effort to enjoy and appreciate reading literature.
Comments:

· I don’t know what you mean by “make life’s good sense” – is this a new idea?
· “I would like to recommend” is too weak a phrase. In an issue essay you should be confident and clear.


	General Comments

	You need to work on forming clearer sentences by following proper syntax. Also, you can omit redundant sentences, freeing up space to add more examples and go deeper into the core of the issue.

A 4 paper presents a competent analysis of the issue and conveys meaning  adequately.

A 3 paper demonstrates some competence in its analysis of the issue  and in conveying meaning but is obviously flawed. 

Position:

· presents a clear position on the issue 

Development:

· develops the position on the issue with relevant reasons and/or  examples 

Organization:

· is adequately focused and organized 

Expression:

· has problems in language and sentence structure that result in a  lack of clarity 

Written English:

· contains occasional major errors or frequent minor errors in grammar,  usage, or mechanics that can interfere with meaning
