It has recently been announced that a new high school may be built in your community. Do you support or oppose this plan?

	Essay

	Education is very important in that it leads students to develop. Some people support the building of a new high school in their community. Others oppose it. I support the building of a new high school in my community because I can benefit from more residents, more education facilities, and a better quality of education.

Comments:

· “Improve” it usually too vague without a particular object after it, such as “improve their level of knowledge and thinking skills”.
· “While” should not be used at the start of a sentence unless it is followed later by a comma and another clause: “While some people support new schools, others oppose them” is correct. Or you can say “Some welcome new school buildings, while others avoid them.” In this case, however, you can leave out “while” altogether, because the “some …other” construction is already clear.
· Your last sentence – “I can benefit more residents” – is ambiguous. Are the residents benefiting, or are you?
First of all, with a new school building I would expect more people to live in my neighborhood. School is a significant factor in whether people stay or move. For example, when I was in high school my father was recommended to a better workplace. Even if it was a better offer, he could not accept the offer because it was so far from my school. In this way, I think that building schools will help to attract residents.

Comments:

· It’s a little awkward to say “could not but refuse”. Doesn’t “could not accept” sound simpler? Simpler is better.
· Your point about why he couldn’t accept is not clear to me. Did it relate to your house, or your school?

· What about the difficulty of changing schools? Might that inhibit families that already have children?
· Please use “in this way” whenever you want to say “in this meaning”.
Moreover, building a school in my neighborhood would mean diverse education facilities. Various institutes would be built  around a new high school to draw students. The area around my school also has many programs for students. It was laid out in a circle pattern centered on the school. Therefore, building a school promotes a variety of academy resources.

Comments:

· Rather than say “There would be built various institutes”, try the simpler path again: “Various institutes would be built”. Better yet, if you know who will do the action put the verb in the active voice: “Academic-minded companies and organizations would surround the new school with various institutions for student use.”
· We need to be more specific about the type of institutions. Give examples.
Additionally, the building of a school in my neighborhood would help to raise the quality of education. The number of students per teacher would decrease, allowing teachers to manage and teach students more effectively. Students can also participate efficiently in diverse programs that would be provided in the school. 

In conclusion, Some people might oppose the building of a school in my community because of excessive attraction of education. However, I strongly assert that building a new high school provides my community with benefits such as more residents, good educational resources, and better quality of education. The presence of a school is the best way to  assure an actively academic neighborhood.
